Autism Services: Multi-Disciplinary Team offering diagnosis and assessment, conducted by a team of Clinical Psychologists, Educational Psychologists, Speech and Language Therapist and Occupational Therapists.

Information Base: Advice and information in person, over the phone via the information officer. Library of current books, articles and regional service information. Computer access to a range of online resources, and support and advice with entitlements.


Development Team: Strategic planning for autism services; partnership working with mainstream agencies and care groups, ensuring standards of service delivery for all individuals with ASD across Ireland.


Training: Training to all individuals, e.g. professionals, carers and clients; including autism awareness training.
